DPS - Reference Port Thread Size 
 
Dear Customer, 
 
 
During a recent vendor change, some DPS units were produced with an alternate 
thread size on the reference port, causing a misfit with the corresponding union fitting.   
 
Reports from operators indicate a thread size mismatch between some Differential 
Pressure Switch units (DPS, P/N A486-1) and the union fitting (P/N 1350P6-103) for the 
thru-firewall reference port tube.   
 
This issue is only encountered when the DPS is located on the engine side of the 
firewall. 
 
This Service Information Letter authorizes the fabrication of a replacement part for the 
union fitting as follows. (please see next page for drawings) 
 
 1.  Procure an AN919-6D reducer and remove the -6 side nipple and thread  
  to a distance of .250” from the flange.   
 2. Use a MS28778-6 O-ring in place of the MS28778-4 as indicated on the  
  Installation Drawing 1350IN1 Sheet 4.   
 3. No modifications to the tube are necessary.   
   
Make all modifications and service to the aircraft and filter kit IAW manufacturers 
requirements and AC43.
